Beyond online matters, companies should assess their accessibility on all levels, says Jennifer Sherven, a partner at Kaufman Dolowich

At a physical premise, it's a good idea to have an architect evaluate it and what remediation may be necessary. especially at older
facilities, she says. For instance, look at a facility’s bathrooms and make sure for example grab bars are installed, Sherven says. She’s
seen a steady increase in Title Il lawsuits, including a few mask-related disability claims.
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
